Instructions
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Take 1 piece of Basic White Card Stock and Stamp with Black Tuxedo Black Ink the image
above and the sentiment.

Take Crumb Cake light stampin blend and color the window pane and frame by the cushion.
Daffodil Delight Light stamping blend for the hair.

Flirty Flamingo dark goes on the lines in her top, color the barrette in her hair and put dots on
the inside pillow. Use the light blend to finish the top.

With Pool Party dark to color the window cushion and add stripes to the end pillow.

Color the legs and feet with the lvory.

Place into the Tasteful Textiles embossing folder and emboss.

Take the card base and score it at 4 %2

Adhere the card front to front card base with multipurpose glue.

Using a scrap of soft suede cardstock and punch out 2 circles from the top of the Delightful
Tag Topper Punch.
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11 Take the 3 ¥ piece of soft suede and place it 6/8 of an inch down from the top with
multipurpose glue. Finish the rod by adding the circles to the ends.

12 Add 2 Stampin dimensionals to each piece of the DSP and place just a little above the rod
being sure not to cover your sentiment on the bottom.

13 With the last piece of basic white cardstock stamp a sentiment for the inside of your card and
adhere it to the card.
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
